Gadbrook Park is well on its way to becoming
a hedgehog friendly business park with five
hedgehog boxes funded by the BID installed
at Timberwise, Willows Vets, Turnkey, H&M
Disinfection Systems and Looking Forward
Activities, with a further six boxes due to be
installed in the next few weeks.

The hedgehog boxes form part of a Business Park
wide scheme across Gadbrook Park to help improve
the biodiversity of the area as part of the Business
Improvement District, with bat and bird boxes due
to be installed in the winter along with solitary bee
habitats in the spring.

PLANS SUBMITTED FOR

Developer Stoford has submitted plans for
a 1.1 million sqgft employment scheme
on 82 acres adjacent to Gadbrook Park.

The proposed development would deliver
manufacturing, industrial and logistics units ranging
from 100,000 sqgft to 600,000 sqft, and up to 225
construction jobs could be created.

Once operational, the site would support up to
1,700 permanent roles.
